	1 Teacher asks students to look at the pictures and guess, in pairs, what they are about.
Teacher asks students to read and answer the questions before discussing the answers in a whole-class discussion.
	1 Students look at the pictures and predict the content. Students read the text and answer the questions. They share their answers for a whole-class discussion about their ideas.

	2 Teacher asks students to read the text again and classify the words in bold. Before going online, teacher asks students to ask their partners to use as many words from the table to describe their physical appearance and personality (thus becoming an interactive activity).
	2 Students may sort the words out in the table. They may go online to learn more adjectives; however, before that, they may use as many adjectives from the table to describe themselves to their partners.

	3 Teacher asks students to read the examples at the beginning of Activity 1 and answer the questions. Teacher asks volunteers to share their answers with the class.

	6 Teacher asks students to make a list of the positive and negative aspects of their personality. Teacher may ask volunteers to share their lists with the class.

	7 Teacher asks students to review the Life Skills activities from previous lessons and to make a list of all the negative reactions and emotions they may have expressed. Then asks them to complete the sentences and share them with a partner. Teacher may ask volunteers to share their reactions with the class to have a little discussion.

	2 Teacher asks students to match the descriptions to the professions. Before going to the dictionary, teacher asks students to ask their partners (thus becoming an interactive activity) or guess the professions.
	2 Students match the descriptions to the professions. They may go to a dictionary; however, they may ask other students or guess before actually looking for the words.

	3 Teacher asks students to read the examples taken from the article and complete the comparisons with less / least rules.
Teacher asks volunteers to share their answers with the class.
	3 Students use the examples taken from the article and complete the comparisons with less / least rules.
Volunteers share their answers for a whole-class discussion.
Students may go to the Language Reference on page 76, if they need extra information.

	4 Teacher asks students to read the paragraph and complete it using the comparative or superlative form of the adjectives. Teacher asks students to compare their answers with a partner or volunteers to share the answers with the class.

	7 Teacher get students into pairs and asks them to share their lists of the negative emotions and reactions they made in the previous lesson in order to discuss which reaction is the most difficult to control and which is the least difficult to control for them. Then, teacher asks them to share with their partners what they do to control it or to deal with it. After the discussion, teacher may ask volunteers to share their conclusions with the class.
	7 Students keep on reflecting on negative emotions and reactions, but now they talk about the most and the least difficult to control for them. They end this unit sharing with their partners what they do to control their most difficult reaction. Volunteers share their conclusions with the class.
It is important that an atmosphere of respect is present at all times during the discussion.
